On the lines of Karol

decongest the Kirti Nagar
and Kamla Nagar markets in
west and north Delhi to make
these places visitor-friendly, a
senior officer of the civic body
said on Sunday.

The civic body had last
week started decongesting the
busy Karol Bagh market and
put in place several measures
such as pedestrianisation
of Ajmal Khan Road and
regularisation of parking and
traffic movement.

The corporation also
hiked on-street parking rates
to promote public transport
and discourage private cars.

Varsha Joshi,
commissioner North Delhi
Municipal Corporation, said

basic groundwork was being
done and the decongestion
plan would be initiated in the
Kirti Nagar and Kamla Nagar
markets after elections.

“We have got good

response at Karol Bagh
so we are now planning to
reflect this in the Kirti Nagar
and Kamla Nagar markets.
Decongestion of these
markets will only enhance

the shopping experience for
visitors,” Joshi said.

Both markets face the
problems of encroachment
and haphazard parking.

Detailing the plan, Joshi

said the decongestion plan
includes regularisation of
parking and traffic, removal
of encroachments and
beautification of the area.
She said if things go as
planned, the decongestion
plan will be implemented in
all major market areas in the
municipality’s jurisdiction.

“Like we did in Karol
Bagh, parking will regularised
by creating extra parking
lots and promoting off-street
parking. There will be no
immediate pedestrianisation
of the Kirti Nagar and Kamla
Nagar markets but we will
identify pockets within the
market area where it can
be done without causing
inconvenience to anyone,”
Joshi said.

The corporation had
increased parking charge for
cars from 020 to 040 for the

first hour on Arya Samaj Road
in Karol Bagh market. The
rates for parking up to five
hours have been increased
from 050 to 070, and 0300 for
more than five hours.

Also, instead of
perpendicular parking,
parallel parking is being
implemented to give more
space on Arya Samaj Road to
pedestrians.

Joshi said the
decongestion of these markets
will be done with the help
of community participation
to make it more inclusive.
“More visitors come to the
market where they don’t face
obstacles while walking. It
will be done in consultation
with the market associations
of Kirti Nagar and Kamla
Nagar. We are in touch with
them and will chalk out the
plan accordingly,” she said.

No grounds to deny
admit cards tous : DU

Students at Delhi
University (DU) Sunday
complained about several
colleges not issuing admit
cards to students and
“detaining” them on grounds
of “short attendance” ahead of
the semester exams starting
May 8. The students, led
by the university students’
union and members of the
Akhil Bhartiya Vidyarthi
Parishad, also submitted

a memorandum with the
vice-chancellor, dean of
students and dean of colleges,
requesting relaxation in
attendance. Some students
at a south campus college
held a strike on Saturday,
demanding the admit cards be
issued. “Around 100 students
in our college are denied
admit cards citing the fact
that we have not fulfilled
75% mandatory attendance
criteria as per the University
Grants Commission (UGC)

2003 regulations,” a student,
requesting anonymity, said.
The UGC 2003 regulation
mandates that the number
of teaching days should not
be less than 180 per year. In
the memorandum, students
said, “Due to strikes by
teachers’ organisations, the
number of minimum classes
have not been conducted
and hence the imposition of
minimum attendance criteria
for students is unfair. The
university has seen several
days of suspended classes.”
Rajiv Ray, president of the
Delhi University Teachers’
Association, denied
the allegations and said,
“Despite strikes, teachers
did take regular remedial
classes for students to cover
up their attendance. Those
who are being detained
must be irregular from the
beginning.” Dean of students
Rajeev Gupta said that he has
received the memorandum.

Sandeep Nagar, who was a witness in a case of murder,
on July 30 last year. Nagar received bullet injuries to his
abdomen. The motive was allegedly to deter Nagar from
deposing against members of their gang in a murder case,
Naik said. “A total of 10 persons were arrested in the past
while Kumar and Kasana were on the run. With the arrest
of the two, we have now arrested all the people involved in

The Delhi Police on
Sunday evening arrested the
33-year-old man who had
attacked Arvind Kejriwal
during a roadshow in west
Delhi’s Moti Nagar a day
earlier, even as the chief
minister alleged a threat to
his life.

Police said they had
arrested Satish Chauhan on
a complaint from an Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) member.
The FIR against Chauhan
was registered under Sections
I 323 (voluntarily causing
hurt) and 153 (provocation
with intent to cause riot),
Monika Bhardwaj, deputy
commissioner of police (west)
said.

Though Chauhan was
granted bail in the case, as
both sections are bailable, he
was subsequently put under
preventive arrest (arrested

on the apprehension that the
person may be a hindrance
to peace in the area), DCP
Bhardwaj said. He was
produced before a city court
that sent him to two-day
judicial custody.

The DCP said Chauhan
admitted that he was an AAP
worker and said was not in
contact with leaders of any
opposition parties.

Another senior officer,
who did not wish to be

named, said Chauhan was
a “disgruntled” party worker
who was annoyed by some of
Kejriwal’s comments on the
armed forces. Chauhan had
reportedly said he wanted to
join the Army since childhood,
but had failed to do so.
According to the officer,
Chauhan — who runs a
motor vehicle spare parts
shop — claimed he was
associated with AAP since
its launch in November 2012

and had participated in the
India Against Corruption
movement in 2011.

“We have analysed
video footage related to the
incident. Chauhan was seen
wearing the AAP cap and had
draped a scarf of the party.
Since he had been organising
meetings and rallies for the
party, nobody objected when
he was approaching the CM,”
the officer said. He said that
even 15 days ago, a local
AAP MLA had approached
Chauhan to help organise
a rally. Delhi Police have
spoken to Chauhan’s family to
know more about him.

On Sunday morning,
addressing a press conference,
Kejriwal blamed Prime
Minister Narendra Modi and
the Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP) for the assault. “This
was the ninth attack on me
in five years and the fifth
one after becoming the chief

minister of Delhi. Delhi is the
only state in India where the
responsibility of the safety
of the chief minister rests
with the government of a
party that is opposed to the
CM. The BJP-led Central
government is responsible
for my security. So, Modi ji...
the BJP is responsible for the
attack on me,” he said.
Dismissing the charge
that the attacker was an
AAP supporter, the CM said
it was not an attack on him
but on the mandate of the
people of Delhi. He alleged
Delhi Police were merely
following the “script” given by
the ruling party. “If somebody
is disgruntled, does he have
the right to attack? Where
does it happen that a CM is
attacked and the police don’t
take any action and say they
are waiting for someone to file
a complaint?” Kejriwal said,
hours before police filed a case

and arrested Chauhan.
Saying that his life was
under threat, Kejriwal said,
“A lapse in security can
happen once or twice.
