A record number of around
26 Indian-origin members
of Parliament have been
elected to the House of
Commons in the UK's gen-
eral election as results were
announced on Friday, with
several Conservatives sur-
viving an overall brutal out-
come for their party.

Outgoing prime minis-
ter Rishi Sunak leads the
Tory charge of British
Indians holding on to their
seats, with a decisive win in
his Richmond and
Northallerton constituency
in Yorkshire. It would have
come as small consolation
for the Tory leader, who saw
his party haemorrhage over
200 seats as the Labour
Party's landslide victory
unfolded.

“On this difficult night, I
would like to express my
gratitude to the people of
the Richmond and
Northallerton constituency
for your continued support.
Since I moved here a decade
ago, you have made me and
my family feel so at home
and I look forward to serv-
ing you for years to come,”
said Sunak, in a message
clearly aimed at dismissing
pre-election chatter around

his future plans as a politi-
cian.

Other prominent British
Indian Tories holding on to
their seats included former
home secretaries, Suella
Braverman and Priti Patel,
as did Sunak’s Goan-origin
Cabinet ally Claire Coutinho.
Gagan Mohindra held on to
his South West
Hertfordshire seat for the
Conservatives, with Shivani
Raja registering a gain for
the party in the keenly
watched constituency of
Leicester East where she
was contesting against fel-

low Indian-origin Labour
candidate Rajesh Agrawal.
They had both canvassed
around the topic of saving
the city’s famous Diwali
lights from being switched
off over council budget cuts,
as did former MP Keith Vaz
who was contesting as an
Independent this time.
Among the big losses on the
Tory side included Shailesh
Vara, who narrowly lost his
North West Cambridgeshire
seat to Labour, and first-
timer Ameet Jogia, who also
lost the Tory-held Hendon
seat in London to Labour.

Reflective of the overall elec-
tion results tally, it was the
Labour Party that saw the
maximum number of win-
ning Indian diaspora candi-
dates, starting with party
veterans such as Seema
Malhotra – who held on to
her Feltham and Heston
constituency with a com-
fortable margin. Goan-ori-
gin Valerie Vaz, sister of
Keith Vaz, won in Walsall
and Bloxwich, as did Lisa
Nandy with a big margin in
Wigan. British Sikh MPs
Preet Kaur Gill, who defeat-
ed Tory first-timer Ashvir
Sangha, and Tanmanjeet
Singh Dhesi both won back
their seats for Labour in
Birmingham Edgbaston and
Slough respectively.
Navendu Mishra
(Stockport) and Nadia
Whittome (Nottingham
East) were among the other

Labour MPs re-elected with
convincing majorities. It
was among the newcomers
that British Indians made a
big mark for the Labour
Party, with Jas Athwal
(Ilford South), Baggy
Shanker (Derby South),
Satvir Kaur (Southampton
Test), Harpreet Uppal
(Huddersfield), Warinder
Juss (Wolverhampton
West), Gurinder Josan
(Smethwick), Kanishka
Narayan (Vale of
Glamorgan), Sonia Kumar
(Dudley), Sureena
B r a c k e n b r i d g e
(Wolverhampton North
East), Kirith Entwistle
(Bolton North East), Jeevun
Sandher (Loughborough)
and Sojan Joseph (Ashford)
among those set to take
their seats in Parliament
next week.

For the Liberal
Democrats, who had a good
election all round gaining
over 60 seats, Munira
Wilson won back her
Twickenham constituency.
One of the seats on the
Labour watch list was
Islington North, where sus-
pended former party leader
Jeremy Corbyn contested as
an Independent to defeat his
British Indian Labour chal-
lenger Praful Nargund.

Record number of Indian-origin members of

Keir Starmer is set to
become the next prime
minister of Britain, after his
Labour Party delivered a
decisive win in the general
election Thursday.

“Across our country,
people will be waking up to
the news that a weight has
been lifted, a burden finally
removed from the shoulders
of this nation,” a jubilant
Starmer told supporters in
central London in the early
hours of Friday morning.

Using the analogy of a
rising “sunlight of hope,”
pale at first and getting
stronger, he said the coun-
try had “an opportunity
after 14 years to get its
future back.” Starmer will
replace the outgoing prime
minister, Rishi Sunak, who
took office less than two
years ago and called
Starmer to congratulate him.

Starmer, a 61-year-old
former human rights
lawyer, has led a remarkable
turnaround for the Labour
Party, which just a few years
ago suffered its worst elec-
tion defeat since the 1930s.
He has pulled the party to
the political center while
capitalizing on the failings
of three Conservative prime

ministers. “He has been
ferociously some would say
tediously  boring in his dis-
cipline,” Jill Rutter, a
research fellow at the
London research group UK
in a Changing Europe, told
The New York Times
recently. “He’s not going to
set hearts racing, but he
does look relatively prime-
ministerial.” Starmer was
raised in a left-wing, work-
ing-class family in Surrey,
outside London. He was not
close with his father; his
mother, a nurse, suffered a
debilitating illness that took
her in and out of the hospi-
tal. Starmer became the first
college graduate in his fami-
ly, studying first at Leeds
University, and then law at
Oxford. He was named after
Keir Hardie, a Scottish trade
unionist who was Labour’s
first leader. As a young

lawyer, he represented pro-
testers accused of libel by
McDonald’s. He later rose to
become Britain’s chief pros-
ecutor and was awarded a
knighthood. Elected to
Parliament in 2015, he suc-
ceeded the left-wing Jeremy
Corbyn as Labour leader in
2020 and began remaking
the party. He dropped
Corbyn’s proposal to
nationalize Britain’s energy
companies and promised
not to raise taxes on work-
ing families. He committed
to supporting Britain’s mili-
tary, hoping to banish an
anti-patriotic label that
clung to Labour during the
Corbyn era. Starmer also
rooted out the antisemitism
that had contaminated the
party’s ranks under Corbyn.
Though he has not drawn a
link between that and his
personal life.

Israel conducts military oper-
ation in West Bank's Jenin;
four Palestinians killed
JERUSALEM (AGENCY) The Israeli military said on
Friday it was conducting counterterrorism activity that
included an airstrike in the area of the West Bank city of
Jenin. Palestinian authorities said four people were
killed. The military said Israeli soldiers had “encircled a
building where terrorists have barricaded themselves in”
and the soldiers were exchanging fire, while an airstrike
had “struck several armed terrorists” in the area. The
Palestinian Health Ministry said four people died but did
not provide any information on their identities. No fur-
ther details were immediately available from either side.

The clashes in Jenin, a known militant stronghold
where the army frequently operates, came a day after an
Israeli anti-settlement monitoring group said the gov-
ernment plans to build nearly 5,300 new homes in set-
tlements in the occupied West Bank.

The power of prediction:
Understanding UK's remark-
able exit poll accuracy
LONDON (AGENCY) In Britain for the past two decades,
there’s been a startlingly good answer just after the polls
close, at 10 p.m. That’s when three major broadcasters
reveal the results of the national exit poll. The work of a
team of statisticians and political scientists who swing
into gear a few hours earlier, it has in recent years pro-
duced an increasingly accurate picture of the election
results before the votes have been counted. In the past
five British general elections, the exit poll has predicted
how many of the 650 or more parliamentary seats
would be claimed by the winning party to within an
average of four seats. Last time, in 2019, it had the win-
ning party’s total just three seats out.

As a downcast Rishi Sunak
conceded defeat and
watched the Conservative
Party’s seats plunge to a his-
torically dismal low on
Friday, he may take some
comfort in the fact that his
legacy as Britain’s first-ever
Prime Minister of Indian
heritage is secure. The
Conservative Party led by
Sunak suffered a heavy
defeat after 14 years in gov-
ernment, ending his pre-
miership, 20 months after
he was sworn in amidst
political turmoil in the
party. “The British people
have delivered a sobering
verdict and there is much to
learn and reflect on,” he said,
during what was an accept-
ance speech on winning his
Richmond and
Northallerton seat in the
general election. "I take
responsibility for the loss.
To the many good, hard-
working Conservative can-
didates who have lost,
despite their tireless efforts,
their local records and dedi-
cation to their communities,
I am sorry,” said the Tory
leader. The 44-year-old was
undoubtedly the underdog
in the election, coming at
the end of a long line of
Conservative Party leaders
over 14 tough years that

underwent some seismic
shocks in the form of Brexit
and then the COVID pan-
demic. It was in the midst of
the latter that Sunak shone

as Britain’s first Indian-ori-
gin Chancellor, stepping up
to the seemingly impossible
task of reassuring a pan-
icked public about their
finances. 

However, the bond
between him and his boss
at the time, Boris Johnson,
fell prey to the latter's
downward popularity spiral
with the scandal of lock-
down law-breaking party-
gate scandal. Sunak was
elected Conservative Party
leader on Diwali day in
October 2022, when he
entered 10 Downing Street
as the youngest British
Prime Minister in 210 years

and the country’s very first
non-white leader. In his first
address at the doorstep of
10 Downing Street as Prime
Minister, Sunak pledged to

approach the country’s
problems with "compas-
sion" and "to place econom-
ic stability and confidence at
the heart of this govern-
ment's agenda". However,
he took charge at a particu-
larly volatile period amid
soaring inflation made
worse by predecessor Liz
Truss’ disastrous mini-
budget. While he succeeded
in his aim to bring inflation
back down, the wider sense
of anti-incumbency against
his deeply divided party has
only intensified. In the ensu-
ing months, both Prime
Minister Narendra Modi
and Sunak worked towards

clinching a free trade agree-
ment (FTA) but the negotia-
tions stalled in round 14 as
both prepared for their
respective general election
cycles. “I held warm and
productive discussions with
Prime Minister Modi on
strengthening our relation-
ship in defence, technology
and a free trade deal
between our nations,”
Sunak told Parliament fol-
lowing his first visit to India
as PM for the G20 Summit
in September last year. “For
the record, let me declare
that as is a matter of public
record, I and my family are
of Indian origin. My wife
and her family are Indian
citizens with financial inter-
ests in India,” he said, with
reference to wife Akshata
Murty’s shares in Infosys –
the software major co-
founded by her father
Narayana Murthy.
Southampton-born Sunak’s
parents – retired doctor
Yashvir and pharmacist
Usha Sunak – are of Indian
descent, tracing their migra-
tion route from Kenya to the
UK in the 1960s. He met his
Indian wife while they were
students at Stanford
University and went on to
be elected Member of
Parliament from the Tory
stronghold of Richmond in
Yorkshire in 2015. 

Rishi Sunak's legacy as first-ever British
Indian PM secure amid crushing poll defeat

Nigel Farage finally suc-
ceeded in winning a parlia-
mentary seat on his eighth
attempt as he won from
Clacton and his hardline
rightwing Reform UK party
won four seats in the UK
general election, according
to media reports on Friday.
The 60-year-old defeated

the Conservative candidate,
Giles Watling, who had rep-
resented the coastal con-
stituency in Essex since
2017, The Guardian news-
paper reported.

Farage polled 21,225
votes to Watling’s 12,820,
defeating him by a margin
of 8,405 votes. Clacton had
been regarded as Reform
UK’s best hope as it was the
only constituency to return
a UK Independence Party
MP in a general election
when it was won in 2015 by
Douglas Carswell. Carswell
had successfully retained
the seat during a by-election

the previous year after
defecting from the Tories,
the report said. In a speech
after his victory, Farage said
that his party would be
turning its guns on the
Labour Party that hurled
towards a landslide majority
in the elections and dealt a
bruising defeat for incum-
bent premier Rishi Sunak’s
Conservative Party. “We are

coming for Labour … be
in no doubt about that,” he
said, in a short speech at a
leisure centre in the sea-
side town. Farage, revel-
ling in the Conservatives’
heavy defeat across the
country, railed against the
party of which he had
once been a member.
Farage said, "This is the

beginning of the end of the
Conservative Party". “They
are literally a broad church
that has no shared religion,”
he said. The Reform UK
leader ruled out working in
Parliament with the
Conservative Party itself but
opened the door to Tory
MPs coming over to his
party. Answering a question
about whether he wanted
to become prime minister,
he replied, “Whatever hap-
pens, happens, and proba-
bly by 2029 this movement
will have found someone
younger and better looking
than me.”

The government in
Pakistan's Punjab province
is now set to ban all social
media platforms  YouTube,
WhatsApp, Facebook,
Instagram and TikTok -- for
six days between July 13
and 18, citing the need to
control "hate material" dur-
ing the Islamic month of
Muharram. Punjab Chief
Minister Maryam Nawaz's
cabinet committee on law
and order has recommend-
ed banning all social media
platforms -- YouTube, X,
WhatsApp, Facebook,
Instagram, and TikTok,
among others -- during the
6th to 11th day of
Muharram (July 13-18) in
Punjab, a province of over
120 million people, to "con-
trol hate material, misinfor-
mation to avoid sectarian
violence", according to a
notification issued here late
Thursday night. The Punjab
government has also
requested her uncle
Shehbaz Sharif's govern-
ment at the Centre to notify
the suspension of all social
media platforms on the
internet for six days (July
13-18). The provincial gov-
ernment has decided to go

beyond the routine meas-
ures of internet suspension
and mobile jamming over
Ashura, after getting reports
that ‘external forces’, includ-
ing elements from across
the border, were involved in
the sharing of hate content
and memes, Dawn News
reported. Sources said the
Punjab government had ini-
tially deliberated that social
media.

apps be shut down on
Muharram 9 and 10.
Muharram -- the period of
recalling and mourning the
martyrdom of Hazrat Imam
Hussain by the community
of Shia Muslims -- marks
the first month of the
Islamic Calendar. A greater
amount of importance is
placed on the first ten days
of the festival. On the tenth
day, Shia Muslims take out
processions via streets.
Cabinet Minister Syed Ashiq
Hussain Kirmani acknowl-

edged that the cabinet com-
mittee had put forward a
suggestion to close social
media apps to avoid dis-
semination of hate content.
Kirmani said a meeting
over the issue discussed
that hate content increases
manifolds on social media
apps, particularly Facebook
and X during Muharram,
which eventually becomes a
bone of contention between
two sects instead of the two
persons involved. “Dissemi
nation of hate content cre-
ates bad blood and spoils the
overall environment, partic-
ularly during Muharram,” he
said and added that shutting

down social media apps
was recommended before,
during and a day after
Muharram. Pakistan Army
Chief Gen Asim Munir has
already declared social
media a "vicious media"
and underscored the need
to fight what he called "digi-
tal terrorism". Pakistan's
Deputy Prime Minister
Ishaq Dar, who also holds
the portfolio of foreign min-
ister, recently called for plac-
ing a complete ban on social
media. The Shehbaz Sharif
government had shut down
X last February following
allegations of change of gen-
eral election results.
