In his first address to party workers after the party’s
drubbing in the Lok Sabha elections in Delhi, the Aam Aadmi
Party’s national convener and Delhi chief minister Arvind
Kejriwal on Sunday said the party failed to convince voters
in the general elections but he believes that in the 2020
assembly polls in Delhi the AAP would break all records.

Kejriwal on Sunday addressed a gathering of party
workers in West Delhi’s Punjabi Bagh which was attended by
nearly a thousand party workers from across the city. Many
of them were office bearers and members of the party’s block
level, ward level and district level units. Some participants
claimed they were associated with the party since the Anna
Hazare-led India Against Corruption movement in 2011.

As Kejriwal
started his speech
with “How is the
Josh?” (A popular
line from a Hindi
movie released
earlier this year),
many in the crowd
cheered — some of
them broke into a
smile, others repeated the line. On the seven Lok Sabha
seats in Delhi, the AAP candidates failed to secure second
place. It stood third behind the Congress. Also, three AAP
candidates lost their deposit. The party secured a vote
share of 18.10% in Delhi. The Bharatiya Janata Party
(BJP), which won all seven seats got over 56% votes.

The party workers’ convention Sunday, in the words of
the senior AAP leaders such as Manish Sisodia, Gopal Rai
and Sanjay Singh who had joined Kejriwal on stage, was a
“morale booster”. “We had fielded the best candidates. But
the results were not in our favour. There was no negativity
against the AAP. Then why did this happen? Most people
told us that this was the election between [Narendra] Modi
and Rahul [Gandhi]. This was not Kejriwal’s election,”
Kejriwal said, addressing himself in the third person.

He further said, “We failed to convince Delhi residents
on why they should vote for us in the general elections.
Let’s admit that... But then think about it. It is the AAP
government which offered power subsidy, water subsidy,
access to good schools, health care and numerous services
to the Delhi residents. Had they [the people of Delhi]
voted the BJP or the Congress to power in 2015 (year
of the previous assembly election in Delhi), even they
know that they would never have got these benefits.
So, in 2020, be confident that people will vote us to
power. My heart says we will break our record of 54%.”

To beat dust pollution
Delhi begins greening
its roads

New Delhi/ May 28

The public works department (PWD) has been beautifying
the city roads and open spaces in an effort to cut down
on dust pollution in the national capital. Around two
months ago, the PWDbegan with the roads around ISBT
Kashmere Gate Ring Road, Bahadur Shah Zafar Marg,
Deen Dayal Upadhyay Marg among others by planting
of variety of saplings on the central and side verges.

The department is also beautifying other open spaces such
as small parks or patches of lands alongside the roads managed
by it. The PWD manages 1,260 km roads in the city. It is
planting ornamental and seasonal flowering plants, creepers,
shrubs and grass alongside roads to give them a beautiful
look, an official
familiar with
the project said.
The project is a
8 part of the Delhi
84 covernment’s
d Green Budget
initiative,
announced by
deputy chief
minister Manish
Sisodia in March last year. Under the plan, the government
aims to spruce up 500-km of PWD roads in a bid to curb dust
pollution in the national capital. Only those roads which
are wider than 100 feet will be taken up for beautification.

The PWD officials said that the main aim of the drive
was to control dust particulate matter as the plants and
the grass will not leave dry and open space for dust to fly.
“Earlier, the central and side verges of the PWD roads used
to remain either barren or only small patches of grass were
there. Dust used to fly from open spaces. Under this initiative
we are planting seasonal flowering plants, ornamental
plants, creepers, shrubs not only to control dust pollution
but also give a beautiful look to the streets,” a senior official
of PWD’s horticulture wing said requesting anonymity.

Similar beautification work has started on several
stretches such as DDU Marg, Bahadur Shah Zafar Marg,
on Ring Road between Bhairon Marg T-point and Chandgi
Ram Akhara, Minto Road, IP Extension flyover, road in front
of ISBT Kashmere Gate and Tis Hazari Court. The PWD’s
horticulture wing has started planting the saplings of as many
as 15 varieties such as red and yellow kaner, gurhal (Hibiscus),
calliandra, bougainvillea, livistona palm, raphis palm, tecoma
gaudichaudi, champa, ficus and hamelia among others.

For Delhi to survive, its
trees must breathe free

Early summer is perhaps the best time to appreciate
Delhi’s trees. The Amaltas blooming in yellow and the
Gulmohar in red break the monotony of the city’s grey
landscape.

The canopies, heavy with fresh green leaves, are not only
a visual delight but they also shelter pedestrians from the
blazing sun and the harsh winds. But, it is only when you
look down do you realise what a tree has to battle to survive
in Delhi. Many of them are choked by encroachment and
concretisation, buried under construction debris and garbage,
and bathed in paan and ghutka sprays.

Six years ago, the National Green Tribunal (NGT) had
banned concretisation around the base of a tree. Circulars
were issued to government agencies to leave a one-metre
space around the tree unpaved so that its roots could
breathe. How trees were being choked by the cemented
base at several locations in Delhi. In all cases, the violators
were the government agencies. While the one-metre rule is
followed on arterial roads, there are few checks on internal
roads, and in residential neighbourhoods. Here, many trees
are sealed with cement tiles so that the paved spaces can
be used for parking vehicles. In some other cases, trees are
encased within boundary walls.

Even on the stretches where the NGT order is being
followed, it is often more in letter than in spirit. Often,
it is mere tokenism as the unpaved space maintained
around trees in many places is much less than what the
rules stipulate. Moreover, trees are living beings and their
girth increases as they grow. One metre should be the bare
minimum requirement, but the agencies seem to grudge
even that. The rules further require that no construction or
repairing work is done at least within one metre radius of
the trunk of trees, debris should be removed immediately
after civil works, and soil around trees be replenished. Not
many oblige.

At this Shrine
of Velankanni, the blue-
eyed mother of Jesus is
ensconced in a giant glass
case, safe from the grime
and dust of the city.

Velankanni is the title
that was given to Mary by
devotees in Tamil Nadu,
where she is believed to have
appeared twice in a town
bearing that name.

Brace for hotter days as mercury
set to touch 45°C in Delhi

Heat wave is likely to grip
the national Capital from
Thursday as the mercury
is expected to soar up to 45
degrees Celsius, said officials
of the India Meteorological
Department. After a brief
respite last week, the
maximum temperature has
started rising again. Thunder
activity and light showers
last week had brought

much needed relief from the
scorching heat. According
to the officials, hot and dry
westerly winds coming from
Rajasthan reaching Delhi
is the main factor behind
the rise in temperatures.
“When the day temperature
breaches normal mark by
five or more degrees it is
categorised as heat wave.
The city is likely to have
heat wave conditions from
May 29 till at least June 2,”

said a senior official of IMD’s
regional weather forecasting
centre. A western disturbance
that will reach Delhi by May
31 will have no effect on
its hot weather, the official
added. It was a hot day on
Monday with the maximum
temperature recorded at
41.9 degrees Celsius, a notch
above normal. The night
temperature, however, settled
at 25.4 degrees, a notch below
the season’s average.
