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Targeting China, EAM stresses
on need to adhere to UNCLOS

NEW DELHI/DHAKA,AGENCY

External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar on Friday high-
lighted the issue of nations
violating long-standing
agreements, like UNCLOS,
and also of nations in the
Indian Ocean region falling
prey to unsustainable debt
generated by unviable proj-
ects - in an oblique refer-
ence to China which has
ignored international mar-
itime laws to lay clim to
almost the entire South
China Sea, and also of
nations in Asia and Africa
that have fallen into the debt
trap of Beijing’s Belt and
Road initiative.

In his address at the 6th
Indian Ocean Conference in
Dhaka, the EAM also high-
lighted that while connectiv-
ity is important it should not
be at the cost of territorial
integrity and sovereignty -
again an oblique reference
to Beijing and its BRI proj-
ect. He highlighted how the
BIMSTEC - Bay of Bengal
Initiative for Multi-Sectoral
Technical and Economic
Cooperation, is increasingly
growing in importance, and
how India is focusing on
connectivity to Southeast
Asia and westwards to the

Gulf region, while connec-
tivity to Central Asia is
affected due to “obstacles in
between” - in reference to
Pakistan.

“Indo-Pacific is a reality
and becoming more so with
each passing day. It is a
statement of our contempo-
rary globalization and an
underlining that we are get-
ting past the framework of
1945. There are obviously
nations who have a vested
interest in perpetuating the
past. As indeed they have in
larger international rela-

tions, including the struc-
ture of the United Nations.
But time does not stand still
for anyone; change has to
be recognized. And I am
truly glad that Bangladesh
has joined the company of
those who have done so,” he
said, in an oblique hit at the
West. On the 1982 UN
Convention on the Law of
the Seas (UNCLOS), he said
that “It is essential for the
credibility of the global
order that such foundation-
al regimes are respected
and scrupulously observed

by all signatories”"...When
nations disregard their legal
obligations or violate long-
standing agreements, as we
have seen, the damage to
trust and confidence is
immense. It is therefore
essential that all of us take
the long view of our cooper-
ation, rather than a tactical
one of our interests,” he
said.

The refence is appar-
ently to Beijing’s violation of
the UNCLOS in the South
China Sea, and transgress-
ing the Exclusive Economic

Zones of countries in the
region. In July 2016, the
Permanent  Court  of
Arbitration at The Hague
had issued its ruling against
China on a claim by the
Philippines under UNCLOS,
ruling in favor of the
Philippines. China, a signa-
tory to the treaty, refused to
accept the court’s authority.

On countries bearing
the brunt of unsustainable
debt, again as a result of
signing up to China’s BRI,
he said: “A significant
shared concern through the
Indian Ocean is that of

officers to raid the Cordelia
ship off the Mumbai coast
on the night of October 2,
2021.In the raid, the NCB
claimed to have seized 13
grams of cocaine, five
grams of mephedrone, 21
grams of marijuana, 22 pills
of MDMA (ecstasy) and Rs

1.33 lakh in cash, following
which they arrested 17 per-
sons, including Aryan Khan.
According to a statement
issued by CBI, the central
probe agency has filed a
case against Sameer

Citing ED statements, he
said commissions were
pocketed from liquor deal-
ers and the total scam
money was worth 72,000
crore.

Mr. Sharma said Mr.
Baghel should explain his
relationship with Anwar
Dhebar and take responsi-
bility for the scandal "He
should immediately resign
from his post" he demanded.
Chhattisgarh has become an
ATM for the Congress, Mr.
Sharma said, adding that
party leaders Sonia Gandhi

In a major relief to embat-
tled Imran Khan, the

tive bail for two weeks in a
corruption case and barred
the authorities from arrest-
ing the former Pakistan pre-
mier in any case registered
anywhere in the country
until Monday. Three differ-
ent benches of the
Islamabad High Court (IHC)
granted relief to the 70-
year-old Pakistan Tehreek-
e-Insaf (PTI) chief who was
escorted to the court amid
tight security. In the first
case, a special bench com-
prising Justice Miangul
Hassan Aurangzeb and
Justice Saman Rafat Imtiaz
granted Khan protective
bail in the AlQadir Trust
corruption case for two
weeks. The bench heard the

case a day after the
Supreme Court termed
Khan's dramatic arrest

from the IHC premises on
Tuesday as “invalid and
unlawful”. Hearing another
petition, the IHC granted
bail to former premier

Pakist

Khan in all cases filed
against him from May 9, the
day he was arrested. Khan
had filed a petition seeking
details of all cases filed
against him with the
request for bail A division
bench presided over the
hearing held in courtroom
No.2 of the IHC.

After hearing the argu-
ments from the lawyers, the
court gave Khan protective
bail until May 17 in all cases

Pakistan government’s lead-
ing coalition partner on
Friday announced plans to
hold a sitin before the
Supreme Court on Monday
to register its protest
against the alleged judicial
favouritism towards the
ousted prime minister
Imran Khan. The announce-
ment was made by the chief
of Pakistan Democratic
Movement (PDM) Maulana
Fazlur Rehman before the
media following a meeting
of leaders whose parties are
part of the group headed by
Prime Minister Shehbaz
Sharif. “Today we have
decided that there will be a
protest against the
Supreme Court’s behaviour.
[ while representing PDM
leadership and appeal to the
whole nation that the whole
nation should head out for
Islamabad on Monday. A big
protest will be carried out

in front of the Supreme
Court” Rehman said.

In a major relief for the
chief of the Pakistan
Tehreek-e-Insaaf  (PTI)
party, the Supreme Court on
Thursday declared Khan’s
dramatic arrest “unlawful”
and “invalid” and ordered
his immediate release after
he was produced before a
bench on its orders.

Khan, 70, was arrested
on Tuesday outside the

Islamabad High Court (IHC)
and an accountability court
on Wednesday handed him

over to the National
Accountability Bureau
(NAB) for eight days’

remand in connection with
the Al-Qadir Trust corrup-
tion case. On Friday,
Rehman lashed out at the
Supreme Court’s decision to
declare Khan's arrest as
invalid, saying that the top
judiciary was showing par-

tiality towards him. “The
court should behave as the
mother of law and not as
mother-in-law;” he said. The
“mother-in-law” jibe
referred to a recent audio
clip of the mother-in-law of
Chief Justice Umar Ata
Bandial who is heard
expressing her anxiety over
Khan not getting relief from
the courts. He also said that
“hooliganism and terror-
ism” were being carried out
in the whole country and
the “court is protecting that
terrorism”.  “The Army
Chief’s headquarters is
attacked, the corps com-
mander’s house is attacked
.. the way state defence
institutions are being disre-
spected, is the court for
their security [or not]?” he
asked. “You can yourself
imagine where our judici-
ary is standing and how it is
giving decisions against the
law and the Constitution,”
he said

US Citizenship Act tabled, will end
Green Card quota India to benefit

WASHINGTON,AGENCY
The ruling Democratic
party has introduced a
Citizenship Act, which
among other things, seeks
to eliminate the country-
quota for green cards and
make changes in the much
soughtafter H-1B visa sys-
tem. The US Citizenship Act
2023  introduced by
Congresswoman Linda
Sanchez creates an earned
roadmap to citizenship for
all 11 million undocument-
ed immigrants, providing
Dreamers, TPS holders, and
some farmworkers with an
immediate path to citizen-
ship. It also stands to pro-
vide the undocumented
immigrants who pass back-
ground checks and pay
taxes with a five-year path
to citizenship without fear
of deportation. It proposes
to make changes to the
employmentbased immi-
gration system by eliminat-
ing per-country caps.

The Act seeks to make
it easier for STEM advanced
degree holders from US uni-
versities to stay, improving
access to green cards for
workers in lower-wage
industries, giving depend-
ents of H-1B holders work
authorisation, and prevent-
ing children of H-1B holders
from ageing out of the sys-
tem.

The H-1B visas are
issued for three years at a
time. The H-1B visa is a
non-immigrant visa that
allows US companies to
employ foreign workers in
speciality occupations that
require theoretical or tech-
nical expertise. Technology

companies depend on it to
hire tens of thousands of
employees each year from
countries such as India and
China.

A Green Card, known
officially as a Permanent
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Resident Card, is a docu-
ment issued to immigrants
to the US as evidence that
the bearer has been granted
the privilege of residing
permanently.

The bill also creates a
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pilot programme to stimu-
late regional economic
development and incentivis-
es higher wages for non-

Starting a family in Italy is
becoming a "titanic effort"
that only the rich can afford,
Pope Francis said on Friday,
warning that "savage" free-
market conditions were
preventing the young from
having children. Births in
Italy dropped  below
400,000 in 2022 for the
first time, registering a 14th
consecutive annual fall,
with the overall population
declining by 179,000 to
58.85 million. Speaking at a
conference on the growing
demographic crisis, Pope
Francis said the declining
birthrate signalled a lack of
hope in the future, with
younger generations
weighed down by a sense of
uncertainty, fragility and
precariousness. "Difficulty
in finding a stable job, diffi-
culty in keeping one, pro-
hibitively expensive houses,
sky-high rents and insuffi-
cient wages are real prob-
lems," he said, sitting along-
side Italian Prime Minister
Giorgia Meloni. "The free
market, without the neces-
sary corrective measures,
becomes savage and pro-

e

duces increasingly serious
situations and inequalities,"
he added. The pope said pets
were replacing children in
some households and
recounted how a woman at
a recent audience had
opened her bag and asked
for a papal blessing for "her
baby", only to reveal that it
was a dog. "I lost my
patience and upbraided her
saying many children are
hungry and you bring me a
dog," he said But he
acknowledged that there
were "almost insurmount-
able constraints” on young
women forced to chose
between their career and
motherhood. Given the high
costs involved in raising

children, people were revis-
ing their priorities, he
added. "We cannot passively
accept that so many young
