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Chilling hostage clip released : Video shows
Hamas men abducting female soldiers

JERUSALEM (AGENCY)

The families of several
female Israeli soldiers
taken hostage during the
Hamas-led attack on
October 7 released a video
of their abduction in an
attempt to pressure the
[sraeli government to
revive stalled ceasefire
talks that could pave the
way for the captives’
release. Family members
first saw the footage a few
weeks ago via the Israeli
military, which formally
handed them a copy on
Tuesday night, according
to the Hostages and
Missing Families Forum,
which represents families
of hostages held captive in
the Gaza Strip. “I'm asking
you, please show this clip
every day; open your
broadcasts with it” Eli
Albag, whose daughter Liri
Albag can be seen in the
video, said in a television
interview with Israel’s
Channel 12. “Until some-
body wakes up, the nation
wakes up, and realises that
they’ve been abandoned
there for 229 days.” Some
[sraeli politicians immedi-
ately seized on the images
to try to rebuff the decision

by Ireland, Norway and
Spain to unilaterally recog-
nise a Palestinian state.
Israel Katz, the foreign
minister, said he would
screen the footage during a
“severe reprimand” of the
countries’ ambassadors.

In the three-minute
edited collection of videos,
which were verified by
The New York Times,
Palestinian fighters, some
wearing Hamas head-
bands, can be seen binding
the hands of five Israeli
women who served as
lookouts at Nahal Oz, a mil-

itary base near the Gaza
border. Two of the
hostages’ faces are blood-
ied, and they appear to be
wearing pyjamas. The mil-
itants repeatedly threaten
the women. One of the mil-
itants calls the women
“dogs”, vowing to crush
them. One of the women
can be heard telling the mil-
itants that she had “a friend
in Palestine”, even as anoth-
er begs to know if any of
them speak English.

In a statement, Hamas
said that the scenes pre-
sented in the edited video

“could not be confirmed”.
The group also claimed
that a translation provided
by Israeli authorities was
incorrect and included
phrases “that were not
said by any of the fighters
who appeared in the
video”. Talks to secure the
release of the more than
125 hostages still being
held in Gaza have been at a
standstill since Israel
began its assault on the
southern city of Rafah in
early May. Israeli forces
operating in northern Gaza
retrieved the bodies of

Impact on India free trade
agreement, Indo-Pacific tilt

LONDON (AGENCY)

As the campaign for the UK
general election gathers
momentum after British
Prime Minister Rishi Sunak
surprised many this week
with a snap summer poll on
July 4, exactly a month after
India’s election results on
June 4, the prospect of an
India-UK free trade agree-
ment (FTA) has been kicked
into the long grass. While
political analysts and strate-
gic experts have expressed
confidence that very little
should change on the bilat-
eral relationship front
whatever the outcome in
either election, the very
small window that was
open for a deal being
clinched by the Sunak-led
Tory government has now
been swept away in the
election wave of both coun-
tries.

The Opposition Labour
Party, in the lead in most
pre-election surveys, has
committed itself to “finish
the job” but the timelines
will remain uncertain for
some time. “Rishi Sunak’s
shock poll date announce-
ment of July 4 has skewered
any prospect of the finalisa-
tion of the long-awaited and
much-anticipated FTA with
India by a Conservative gov-
ernment’ said Rahul Roy-
Chaudhury, Senior Fellow
for South and Central Asian
Defence, Strategy and
Diplomacy at the London-
based think tank
International Institute for
Strategic Studies (IISS). “The
Labour  Party, widely

expected to form the next
government in the UK, has
maintained steadfast sup-
port for such a deal, subject
to an examination of the
'fine print' once it comes
into office. The prospect for
such a trade deal appears
positive, providing an early
boost to relations between
the two new governments —
the Labour and the widely
expected third Modi gov-
ernment” he said Dr
Chietigj Bajpaee, Senior
Research Fellow for South
Asia, Asia-Pacific
Programme at Chatham
House, described the FTA as
a “key watchpoint” for its
broader strategic signifi-
cance in terms of deepening
the bilateral relationship.
“There should be a high
degree of continuity in UK-
India relations, irrespective
of who wins the UK election.
Under Keir Starmer’s leader-
ship, the Labour Party has
tried to reset relations with
India, which had deteriorat-
ed under [former leader]
Jeremy  Corbyn,” said
Bajpaee. “The UK’s out-
reach to India also needs to

be seen in the broader con-
text of the UK’s Indo-Pacific
pivot. There are questions
on the UK’s ability to sustain
this in the context of fiscal
constraints and preoccupa-
tion with other foreign poli-
cy priorities - wars in
Ukraine and Gaza, and
reviving relations with the
EU,” he said. A key aspect of
this UK election will be that
the country’s first Indian-
origin Prime Minister, who
took over in the wake of
political turmoil within the
governing  Conservative
Party in October 2022, will
now be taking his record at
Downing Street to the vot-
ers. The British Future think
tank has already forecast
that the next UK Parliament
is set to be the most diverse
yet based on candidate
selections by the major
political parties, with at
least 10 more MPs of ethnic
minority background being
elected to the House of
Commons. “While Labour is
doing well overall in the
polls, it's got more chal-
lenges with ethnic minority
voters as it faces challenges

with Muslim voters over
Gaza and Palestine,” said
Sunder Katwala, Director of
British Future. “For the
Conservative Party, obvi-
ously, they have Rishi Sunak
- a British Indian leader -
for the first time. It's an
unknown factor how much
it will matter to British
Indian voters that the leader
of the party is from their
background.

The likelihood is it will
be a source of some pride,
especially among older vot-
ers, but it's unlikely to help
with first time and younger
voters who take diversity in
politics more for granted
and are in an age where the
Conservatives are strug-
gling badly,” he reflected.

The British Indian
think tank, 1928 Institute,
feels the British Indian vote
is “very much to play for,
with the Conservatives very
marginally ahead  of
Labour”. “Our opinion is
that this earlier than antici-
pated election will slightly
benefit the Conservatives as
the  Labour electoral
machine is still to reach and
resonate with parts of the
Indian diaspora,” it said. A
summer rather than the
expected autumn general
election is viewed as a wel-
come move for ending a
long period of uncertainty
from a business and indus-
try perspective. “The new
government will have many
challenges to face, so we
hope for a clear and decisive
outcome that will allow the
administration to imple-
ment its strategy.

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Australian judge rules that social
media platform X must answer
to hate speech complaint

MELBOURNE (AGENCY)

An Australian judge has
ruled that the social media
platform X is subject to a
state's anti-discrimination
law even though it does not
have an office in Australia.
Queensland Civil and
Administrative  Tribunal
Judge Ann Fitzgerald said in
a decision made public
Friday that her court has
jurisdiction over X Corp. in
a hate speech complaint.
The ruling allows the
Queensland Human Rights
Commission to hear an alle-
gation that X breached
Queensland anti-discrimi-
nation law by failing to
remove or hide anti-Muslim
hate speech.

The Australian Muslim
Advocacy Network, which
brought the case against
Twitter in June 2022 before
billionaire entrepreneur
Elon Musk bought and
rebranded the platform last
year, welcomed the decision
as “precedent-setting.”
Fitzgerald's decision “paved
the way for social media
companies to be held
accountable for locally
accessible content that may
breach Australian hate
speech laws,” the network
said in a statement. “This is
the first such legal victory
against a social media com-
pany under Australian vilifi-
cations laws, which may

bear consequences to all
social media companies
operating in Australia,” it
said. X and its Australia-
based lawyers did not
immediately respond to
requests for comment on
Friday. X has refused to
remove material that the
network alleges denigrates,
dehumanizes and demo-
nizes the Muslim communi-
ty, portraying Muslims as an
existential threat.

The complaint deals
with material including
video and photos that can
be accessed through a link
posted on X by an alleged
far-right anti-Muslim con-
spiracy blog authored by an
American citizen. The mate-
rial is then commented on,
copied and shared. The tri-
bunal has accepted the net-
work's request that the blog
and its principal author not
be identified for fear of
“adverse consequences” for
Muslims. X had argued that
the tribunal had no jurisdic-

tion over the company
because it had no presence
in Queensland and the
“impugned conduct” took
place outside Queensland.

Fitzgerald disagreed,
ruling X was “present in
Queensland because it pro-
vides a service in
Queensland and in my view
carries on business in
Queensland” “The
impugned conduct took
place  in  Queensland
whether one terms the
impugned conduct an
effect’ or actual conduct.
she added Fitzgerald made
her ruling on Tuesday.
